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The travelling project PHYSIS is designed for 5 years and is aimed at young people from the European Community. The project supports the active participation and to promote active European citizenship and is shaping the future of the European Union, taking into account the cultural autonomy and diversity of the countries and the importance of the tradition of the West.

Sensory perceptions are sharpened through the awareness about the character of one‘s own power, in the confrontation with history, philosophy, nature and culture. PHYSIS provides the physical examination of one‘s own bodily perception, promotes the sensual confidence and the strengthening of one‘s own physicality in primary way directed on a central theme: the relationship between mankind and nature. Aristotle's discussion of the architecture may be seen as a parable.

Aristotle calls from clients and architects to build the houses as the physis would build if they could grow houses. The German philosopher Peter Sloterdijk turns out that according to Aristotle, "…the house is marked by artificiality and at the same time will be the one artificiality, in the voice of nature seems even further." Therefore it is possible to calculate central tasks, encourage questions and answers, such as the mankind and especially the young generation wants to set up a sustainable future in their home.

Myth and the presence in the context of environmental issues or environmental aesthetics are at the forefront of the three-week international phase of the project in Vergina and Veria. The agenda-setting enables own creative and creative action, supports the awareness of design for our environment and the world in the global change, as well as an environmental challenge, which enhances their awareness of climate change and thus develops commitment and "green" skills for sustainable growth.

The archaeological site of Vergina count since 1996 a UNESCO World Heritage Site, chamber tombs of the Macedonian period testify to the richness of Greek culture and antiquity. Myth and history can be experienced on site and thus allow thinking and creating in new contexts. In a number of working groups are working freely procedurally. The different artistic work results of the international participants support the participatory approach of the support programme „Youth in Action“ to develop a mindset and attitude that make companies experienced in large contexts, at the same time new cultural spaces as a reflection and expression of their own creative power and subjective well-being of the in- the-world can be created that in turn allow other citizens new additions.

A major retrospective of the design results is scheduled for a duty cycle from 5 countries. Youth in Action, the project would be physical, on the next documentary conceivable documentation of young people‘s  citizenship in Europe in a changing environment. The Association for the Genre-linking Art projects is applicant for Greece in 2013 and supports coordination with the partner countries. The project is directed with its content on a Multilateral Youth Exchange and can involve up to 9 partner countries of the EU, the total number of participants is limited to 60.

Living in tents, perceive what is immediate and physical, is the conceptual part of the project, each individual participant / gets put in your own tent available.

The project PHYSIS 2013 will take place from 20/08/2013 to 11/09/2013, the arrival and departure days are not counted. Project preparation in Greece / Vergina May 2013 for 2 representatives each of the partner countries. Funded at 100%, travel costs will be funded with 70% of the equity share of participants is 200 €. Translators for the partner countries to promote each with 100%.

A project preparation in Greece for 2 participants per partner country will be financed with 100%, plus accommodation and food.
